MENTORING OUTREACH 
E v e r y o n e  h a s  a  s t o r y .    
SCARE is passionate about mentoring others, particularly our youth. Both 

adults and  young students  from all  over Austin (particularly those favoring 

the arts) are asked to contribute their time, resources, creativity, and 

commitment to help develop and execute the SCARE productions.  Students 

attend HAUNT UNIVERSITY to learn fundraising, set building, set 

decorations, make-up techniques,  acting,  and technical production, among 

many other things. SCARE mentoring programs provide several hours of 

training,  in the classroom, one-on-one, and via hands-on activities through 

the advisement of an assigned adult mentor.  At the end of every production,  

volunteers gain improved skills in self-reliance, responsibility, social 

skills, leadership, performing arts, science, technology, and 

philanthropy.

THE PURPOSE 

CREATIVE EXCELLENCE 
E v e r y o n e  h a s  a  c r e a t i v e  s p a r k .    
SCARE is passionate about creativity.   Every SCARE 

production is an original production, built with the intent 

of raising the bar from the year prior.   There are so 

many roles that are required to execute a haunt 

production.  Participants attending have come to 

appreciate the most simple of details and the most 

advanced. This immersive experience is a one-of-a-kind,  

and is built entirely by the talents and commitment of the 

volunteers.   
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SCARE is proudly announcing 

this years’ theme which will take 

their production to a whole new 

level.   Here is a sneak peek into 

the “Carnival of Lost Souls.”   
 

Participants are led to believe that they are going to be 

attending a circus.  As their journey begins, they are 

immediately introduced to the head of the circus, the 

Ringmaster.  Their role, they are told, is to save the circus 

from the haunted spirits that seem to be lurking about.  

Each participant is immediately thrown into the story as 

they bravely attempt to “save the circus.”  Participants are 

placed into a cart, with no idea what happens next.  They 

will run through a mirror maze, be challenged on a ropes 

course, run through a fire tunnel, climb through the mouth 

of carnival clown, survive the vortex, be driven away in an 

ice cream truck, and eventually ride a roller coaster.  But 

perhaps most interesting is trying to figure out who can be 

trusted.  Participants will need to be on the lookout at all 

times for any who have lost their souls.   

AN EVENT L IKE NO OTHER  
SCARE is Austin's only extreme, full-contact, interactive 

haunted experience. Participants literally crawl, crouch, and 

interact with actors as they physically travel through a 

unique haunted experience. From Zombie Wasteland to this 

year’s Carnival of Lost Souls, a SCARE production is filled 

with various levels of interactive experiences that challenge 

even the most brave.
